Marriage: Marriages are scheduled for 

parishioners who have been registered for 

at least one year.  Preparation sessions 

with a priest begin no later than twelve 

months before the marriage date. 
 

Baptism: Please call the parish for prepa-

ration information and scheduling.  Several  

months are needed for this process. Wel-

come Orientation/parish registration are 

prerequisites. 
 

First Penance/First Communion: Fami-

lies participate by enrolling in Faith For-

mation classes and Sacrament Preparation. 

Students 2nd grade and older are prepared 

by parents with provided materials. Recon-

ciliation is required for First Communion 

along with a year of religious ed. prior to 

2nd grade and ongoing  faith formation 

classes or Catholic schooling. 
 

Confirmation: For youth, the process is a 

continuation of their ongoing Faith Forma-

tion with special focus on Confirmation 

and is usually begun in 9th grade with 

Confirmation taking place in 10th grade. 

For adults, the process includes study 

sessions prior to Pentecost when Confir-

mation takes place at the cathedral. Adults 

call during Lent for details.
